COMMAND AND CONTROL











NGR (AF)55-10, 24 December 1990, is supplemented as follows:





1a.  Approval and operational authority for unit directed CONUS flights is delegated by the Adjutant General to Air National Guard flying unit commanders.





1c.  Forward a copy of unit supplements to this regulation to Headquarters, California Air National Guard, Director of Operations (HQ CA ANG/DO).





2c.  Governor’s consent is required for all California Air National Guard OCONUS movements or OCONUS training deployments.  CA ANGR 50-1 contains the procedures for requesting Governor’s consent for OCONUS training deployments.





2c(1)(Added).  Headquarters, California Air National Guard, Director of Operations, will be notified of all OCONUS missions.





*3a.  As soon as possible following  an operational tasking, the 129 Rescue Group Commander or his designated representative will notify HQ CA ANG/CV or DO of missions that include either helicopter extended overwater air refueling, helicopter night vision device water personnel delivery/water hoist, or Pararescue parachute deployments.  If required, ANG/CV or DO will notify the TAG and the CAPO Staff Duty Officer.





7a(Added).  An information copy will be routed through HQ CA ANG/DO.  The only exception to this policy will be flights of an emergency nature or short notice by higher headquarters at other than normal duty hours.  During other than normal duty hours, the Staff Duty Officer, Office of the Adjutant General, will be notified (DSN: 466-3440; commercial (916)854-3440.
